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The Awami League government has fulfilled the 
long-standing dream of the people of the south-western 
region by constructing a 6.15 km bridge across the 
Padma river connecting the south-western region with 
the capital Dhaka, the port city Chittagong and other 
regions of the country.

This bridge has greatly improved the standard of living 
and economic activity for almost 60 million people living 
in 1,242 unions of 130 upazilas in 21 districts in the 
southwest region.

The Padma Bridge is predicted to reduce poverty in this 
region by 1 percent, which will contribute to a 0.8 percent 
reduction in poverty nationwide.

The bridge is predicted to result in a 1.7% annual growth 
in the southwestern region's economy, which will 
contribute to a 0.56 percent annual growth rate 
nationwide.

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The introduction of the first metro rail by the Sheikh 

Hasina government has added a new dimension to public 

transportation in the city, facilitating easier and more 

convenient connectivity for the people of Dhaka.

The metro rail, spanning 21.26 kilometers from Uttara to 

Motijheel, will accommodate approximately 60,000 

passengers per hour and around 6,77,000 people daily, 

facilitating easy and efficient transportation in the city.

By 2030, the government plans to build five more metro 

rail routes, including an underground subway, alongside 

the MRT Line 6, completely changing the way of life for 

Dhaka's citizens.

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The Awami League government built Hazrat Shahjalal 

International Airport's third terminal, which has a 

2,30,000 square meter floor area and can handle 12 

million passengers annually.

The airport will handle twice as many passengers and 

freight annually once this third terminal is fully 

operational, contributing significantly to the nation's 

economic expansion.

The new terminal will be connected to the Metrorail, 

elevated expressways and airport railway station via an 

subterranean tunnel.

The Awami League government started the nation's first 

deep sea port development project at Matarbari in 

Maheshkhali upazila of Cox's Bazar district with the 

goal of enhancing port capacity and promoting 

international trade.

The project's implementation period is set for January 

2020 to December 2026. Under this project, the nation's 

first deep-water port of 14.3 km in length, 350 m in 

breadth, and 18.5 m in depth will be constructed.

The Maheshkhali seaport facility is expected to hold 

8,200 container ships when it is fully operational, and it 

would add 1.14 percent to the GDP annually.

Notable Mega Projects

The 'Dhaka Elevated Expressway,' one of the Awami 

League government's mega-projects, would help reduce 

traffic congestion in Dhaka while also improving 

communication between Chittagong Port and Dhaka 

EPZ and North Bengal. 

The expressway would make it easier for about 3,20,000 

passengers to commute each day. It will run 46.73 

kilometers from Kutubkhali to Hazrat Shahjalal 

International Airport. 
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Rooppur Nuclear Power Plant
Notable Mega Projects

The Awami League government is building the 2400 MW 

Rooppur nuclear power plant in Rooppur, Pabna, 

Bangladesh aiming to increase the use of renewable 

energy and reducing the dependence on fossil fuels to 

combat the adverse effects of climate change.

The power plant has a lifespan of 60 years, with an 

electricity tariff 0.039 US Dollar per kilowatt-hour. It is 

capable of continuous (24x7/365) electricity production.

In the future, the Rooppur Nuclear Power Plant will 

assist in achieving the government's aim of zero carbon 

emissions in power generation and make the Clean 

Energy Society.

Notable Mega Projects

The Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman Tunnel was 

built by the Sheikh Hasina government beneath the 

Karnaphuli River in an effort to establish the "One City, 

Two Towns" concept on both banks of the river by 

providing effective road connectivity between 

Chittagong, the commercial capital of Bangladesh.

The Dhaka-Chittagong-Cox's Bazar Highway has been 

linked by this tunnel, cutting the travel time between 

Dhaka and Cox's Bazar by around an hour and reducing 

the distance by 50 kilometers. 

The Bangabandhu Tunnel is 3.32 kilometers long. This 

underwater road tunnel is the first in South Asia and the 

first tunnel route in Bangladesh.
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
